STATES’ 4-H INTERNATIONAL PROGRAM DETAILS:

Dates: June 20—July 19, 2024
Capacity: 15 delegates maximum, 7 delegates minimum
Cost: $2,300 + airfare estimate ($1,100 - $1,400)

(Actual airfare may vary at time of booking)

Delegates arrive in San José for a two-night arrival orientation, which includes sightseeing and

cultural activities. Afterwards, delegates meet their Costa Rican 4-S host families and begin their homestay experience.
Delegates will spend approximately 3 weeks with their host families. They will also gather for a two-day sightseeing
excursion to Arenal Volcano National Park. The program concludes with a departure debriefing in San José.
